November 18, 2008
The Dare County Board of Education met in regular session on Tuesday, November 18, 2008 at Kitty Hawk Elementary School. Members in attendance were Chairman David Oaksmith, Bea Basnight, Benjamin Cahoon, Anthony Fletcher, Margaret Lawler, and Ben Sproul. Vice Chairman Walter Holton was absent.

Finance Officer Anna McGinnis reported that all districts statewide have been asked to revert .75 percent of their ADM allotment back to the state because of the shortfall in anticipated state revenue. The amount of the reversion for Dare County Schools is $189,111. 
Superintendent Sue Burgess thanked the board members for attending the North Carolina School Boards Association Conference on November 10-12. 
Chairman Oaksmith commented on the NCSBA Conference. He also reminded board members about the Board Retreat scheduled for November 21, 2008, at the Central Office.
On a motion by Benjamin Cahoon and seconded by Bea Basnight, the board voted 6-0 to accept and approve the installation of the following donations: Art Structure at Manteo Elementary School and Baseball Dugouts at First Flight High School.

On a motion by Ben Sproul and seconded by Benjamin Cahoon, the board voted 6-0 to declare the paint booth and wrecker body to be surplus property, and authorize the superintendent to execute a contract with GovDeals to auction the equipment. The sale will take place at the Board of Education office in Nags Head, North Carolina, via electronic auction beginning at 9:00 a.m. on January 5, 2009. 

On a motion by Margaret Lawler and seconded by Anthony Fletcher, the board voted 6-0 to go into closed session to consult with the board attorney and preserve the attorney-client privilege as provided in N.C. General Statute 143-318.11(a)(3). 

Following the closed session discussion, Chairman Oaksmith declared that the Board was returning to open session.
