The Dare County Board of Education met in regular session on Tuesday, February 9, 2010, at Manteo Middle School. Members in attendance were Chairman David Oaksmith, Bea Basnight, Benjamin Cahoon, Anthony Fletcher, Margaret Lawler, and Ben Sproul. Vice-Chairman Walter Holton was unable to attend.
