      December 9, 2008
The Dare County Board of Education met in regular session on Tuesday, December 9, 2008, at Manteo Elementary School. Members in attendance were Chairman David Oaksmith, Vice Chairman Walter Holton, Bea Basnight, Benjamin Cahoon, Anthony Fletcher, Margaret Lawler, and Ben Sproul. 

Chairman David Oaksmith called the meeting to order at 7:30 p.m. and requested a moment of silence.
District 1 Representative Bea Basnight welcomed everyone to the meeting and led in the Pledge of Allegiance.

The Board received a report from the Director of Maintenance and Construction Jim Winebarger updating maintenance and facility projects.

Finance Officer Anna McGinnis reported that the auditors will be presenting their annual report at the January 2009 Board Meeting.

Superintendent Sue Burgess reported that the first meeting of the Superintendent’s Student Advisory Committee was held on December 8, 2008. The committee is composed of two students from each middle and high school and one from the alternative school. 

The superintendent also reported that the State of North Carolina has adopted a new law which requires students entering kindergarten to be at least five years of age on or before August 31. The new law goes into effect beginning with School Year 2009-2010.
Chairman Oaksmith informed the board that Commissioners Jack Shea and Max Dutton were not able to attend the board meeting due to out of town obligations.
Chairman Oaksmith also reported that, as requested by board members during the retreat, he has contacted Dare Education Foundation Chair Lynda Wood to schedule a meeting for the discussion of possible teacher housing in Hatteras. He plans to meet with foundation members after the first of the year.
On a motion by Ben Sproul and seconded by Benjamin Cahoon, the board voted 7-0 to approve the Dare County Schools Capital Improvement Plan for 2009-2014 as presented.
On a motion by Ben Sproul and seconded by Benjamin Cahoon, the board voted 7-0 to suspend the board bylaw requiring two readings of policies 5023 and 4260. 

On a motion by Anthony Fletcher and seconded by Ben Sproul, the board voted 7-0 to adopt Policy 5023 – Registered Sex Offenders, to meet the required state law.
On a motion by Bea Basnight and seconded by Margaret Lawler, the board voted 7-0 to adopt Policy 4260 – Student Sex Offenders, to meet the required state law.
On a motion by Ben Sproul and seconded by Margaret Lawler, the board voted 7-0 to adjourn the meeting at 8:50 p.m. 
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
