DARE COUNTY BOARD OF EDUCATION 



         August 11, 2009
The Dare County Board of Education met in special session on Tuesday, August 11, 2009, at the Administrative Office in Nags Head. Members in attendance were Chairman David Oaksmith, Vice-Chairman Walter Holton, Bea Basnight, Benjamin Cahoon, Anthony Fletcher, Margaret Lawler, and Ben Sproul. 

Chairman David Oaksmith called the meeting to order at 6:00 p.m. and welcomed everyone to the meeting. He informed the Board that Mr. Cahoon was enroute from an out-of-town engagement and would therefore be arriving a few minutes late. He requested that reorganization of the board be delayed until Mr. Cahoon arrived and for the Board to move forward to the next item on the agenda. He then turned the meeting over to Superintendent Sue Burgess for presenting the Title I Plan for approval. 
Prior to the board voting on the Title I Plan, Superintendent Sue Burgess reminded the Board that the Title I and Career and Technical Education Plans being presented for approval were presented in detail at the July 29, 2009, workshop. Burgess provided updates and responses to earlier questions from Board Members regarding Title I. She informed the Board that the state voted to continue More at Four; therefore, Budget Plan A of the Title I Program was being presented for approval. She thanked the Board Members and staff for their support of the More at Four Program.
Chairman Oaksmith applauded Dr. Burgess for speaking to the Senate Finance Committee and other superintendents regarding More at Four.
Following the Superintendent’s and Board Chairman’s comments, the board voted 7-0 to approve the Dare County Schools Title I Plan for 2009-2010. The motion was made by Ben Sproul and seconded by Bea Basnight.
Chairman Oaksmith then relinquished the chair to the superintendent who presided over the reorganization of the Board for the purpose of electing a new chairman.

Superintendent Sue Burgess requested nominations from the floor for chairman. Walter Holton nominated David Oaksmith, and the nomination was seconded by Margaret Lawler. All members of the board voted in favor of the nomination, and David Oaksmith was declared Chairman of the Dare County Board of Education.
Following the election of chairman, the superintendent relinquished the chair back to Chairman Oaksmith. Chairman Oaksmith asked for nominations from the floor for vice-chairman. Margaret Lawler nominated Walter Holton, and the nomination was seconded by Ben Sproul. All members of the board voted in favor of the nomination for Walter Holton to serve as Vice-Chairman of the Board. Holton was declared Vice-Chairman of the Dare County Board of Education by Chairman David Oaksmith.

After the elections, Chairman Oaksmith addressed the next agenda item – The Career and Technical Education Plan for 2009-2010. He thanked Career and Technical Education Director Kathey Lamm and Director of Secondary Instruction Nancy Griffin for their briefing of the Career and Technical Education Plan at the July 29, 2009, workshop.

On a motion by Ben Sproul and seconded by Ben Cahoon, the board voted 7-0 to approve the Career and Technical Education Plan for 2009-2010. 
On a motion by Ben Sproul and seconded by Margaret Lawler, the board voted 7-0 to approve the Child Nutrition Bid Awards for 2009-2010.
On a motion by Margaret Lawler and seconded by Anthony Fletcher, the board voted 7-0 to go into closed session at 6:45 PM for the discussion of personnel in accordance with G.S. 143.318.11(a)(6). No action was taken in closed session.

On a motion by Walter Holton and seconded by Ben Cahoon, the board voted 7-0 to return to open session at 7:30 PM.
